League leaders Albanian emphatically earned the title of successors to Old Meadonians’ A.F.C. Premiership crown by taking a leaf from the book by which Meads have previously lived, the ‘scorebook’, and putting five past a hitherto habitually stingy defence at Mill Hill on Saturday. This was only the second time the champions have suffered thus in their eight year reign of plenty, the last time being  in a pre-season Greenland Cup game three years ago, which Meads were treating as a trial. Nottsborough the perpetrators on that occasion were rushed out of the A.F.A. Senior Cup later in revenge for their effrontery. This time there can be no time for a come back as, in one fell swoop, Albanian effectually ended Meads’ tilt at an eighth successive title and doused an outside threat to their hopes which was more mathematical than logically likely to be fulfilled. In the past few years Meads have made a point of cultivating a high conversion rate but now, by an ironic role reversal, it was their hosts who converted five of the seven chances they created while the visitors uncharacteristically spurned five of those they had. Meads’ customary slow start was also punished as Albanian capitalised within two minutes when Allie McCombe’s clearing header struck the back of a striker’s head and fell conveniently. Even so, although the hosts took the lion’s share of opening possession, before ten minutes were up Meads’ Leon Smith had been thwarted twice by the excellent home keeper who was to make telling saves throughout. Albanian were two up before, on forty minutes, Smith atoned by heading in Kevin Quinn’s corner at the back post. Yet before the halftime whistle there was still time for Colin Hawkins to dip one just over from the edge of the area and for the hosts to redress the balance, hitting Meads on the break. The visitors showed their innate resilience by putting on pressure immediately after the break and pulling one back when Smith, who was on fire, powered through to slip the ball past the keeper. This was a signal for Meads to throw caution to the winds by slipping into an ‘all or nothing’ gear with a high back line and keeper Shannon Toyne sweeping at the edge of his area. Any hopes of recovery appeared dashed with ten minutes to go as an astute lob from fully thirty five yards sailed over Toyne’s head into the net. Undaunted, just when it might have been thought to be all over, skipper Laurie Pointer took up the cause, got the bit between his teeth, ran in a beeline from the edge of his area, played successive one twos with Smith and Hawkins and fed the back of the net from ten yards. Albanian then put an end to Meads’ aspirations with the best of the bunch. Their breaking left back took a centre on his chest and from eighteen yards skimmed a magnificent halfvolley beyond Toyne to have the last say. Meads could at least take solace from the fact that they persisted to the end and heart from the sight of long absent (from injury) club captain Jack Costello coming on for ten minutes.

Even in their ‘back to back’ return match with league leaders and championship chasing, Albanian, there could be no full revenge available to Old Meadonians for their opponents’ combination blows of the previous week, which ended Meads’ outside chances of challenging for an eighth successive title and put five past them. The best Meads’ management team, Paul Rumley and Rory Vermeulen could do was to set a cunning, but gentle little ambush for Albanian at Riverside Lands on Saturday. It has long been Meads’ managers’ policy to ‘blood’ promising youngsters at the end of the season. In fact it is felicitous that one those who benefited from this enlightened system four years ago at the age of sixteen now graces League Two’s Barnet after an interim season and a half at Harrow Borough. Rumley and Vermeulen adapted this end of season ploy on Saturday by resting no fewer than nine of the players who lost to Albanian last week and, because Meads’ second team had an important league game, giving Swede Henryk Jacobsson his first start of the season following long term injury and bringing in three from the fifth and four from the third team to fill the vacancies. That this wheeze worked only partially is down to the ref not having read the script and Albanian preferring a happier ending than the one their hosts had  planned for them. As it is, the league leaders can now be pipped at the post by third placed Aloysians whereas had they beaten Meads on Saturday they would have been safe from pursuers. The first half was fairly even with Meads, best effort coming on twenty minutes when Eddie May’s shot from fifteen yards was deflected over the bar. The hosts were not be denied as on forty minutes another deflection took Dwayne Rhone’s shot from the edge of the area over the keeper for a deserved half time lead. The second half saw Meads attacking their favourite goal and having the territorial edge and Albanian having to settle for breakaways. The pressure told as first Leon Smith burst through only to see his lob over keeper scrape the top of the bar and Colin Hawkins similar attempt suffered the same fate. Now the visitors decided to retaliate and put in two power plays when the Meads’ goal-mouth looked like a scene from Shakespeare’s Henry V as John Raffa made a brilliant save at full stretch, Rhone cleared off the line twice and bodies were flung in front of attackers to block shots. However, it looked good for Meads when, five minutes from time, Peter Eguae sped onto a lost cause on the left surprising the Albanian goalie who was caught in no man’s land. Eguae’s cross was met by Colin Hawkins’ leap at the far post and the ball fell into the net. Despite there being no protest from defenders or spectators and no flag from the assistant referee the referee’s whistle decreed that a mystery infringement had taken place to deny Meads what would have cemented a just victory. Salt was rubbed in when Albanian went straight down the other end and scored from close range. The management gave the MoM award to Chris Brassington for his masterly marshalling of the defence, just shading Ben Boateng.
